Improved air quality 

Being active on the journey to school helps improve the physical
health and wellbeing of the school community along with other
benefits such as improved concentration, performance, behaviour
and attainment. This leads to healthy, confident individuals. 



After one year on the programme, Active Journeys schools see on
average, a 30% decrease of car use on the school run. This
reduction in traffic and congestion helps improve air quality on
school streets.

 Involving staff, pupils and parents in planning and delivery,
empowers schools to be independent and generate positive
changes in travel behaviour for the whole school community. This
builds pupils committment to the sustainability of the planet,
ready to be citizens of Wales and the world.

 Schools receiving support from Active Journeys see a significant
increase in the number of young people and families travelling to
school actively. After one year of support from Active Journeys,
schools see an increase of 25% on average, in active travel on the
school run.
